As a frequent diner of your restaurant, I ask that you please consider offering Free Farmed foods. You can include the colorful Free Farmed logo next to these items on your menu. Most people, when given a choice, will select food that they know is from humanely raised animals. What a wonderful way to stay ahead of your competition!
